2009 CAMPUS STATEMENT

The College at Brockport was founded in 1835, and in 1867 became one of the first four Normal Schools in New York State devoted to the education of teachers.
With the creation of the State University of New York in 1948, Brockport became a State Teachers College and began to offer graduate studies in education.
Increased enrollment and expansion of the facilities continued into the 1970’s. The College at Brockport has a stable student population of about 8,500 served by
the main campus in Brockport, with off-campus classes taught in Rochester at the MetroCenter, the Visual Studies Workshop, and a variety of other western New
York locations. Brockport continues to improve student academic quality, offering 48 baccalaureate and 40 master’s degree programs. The College maintains a
balance of liberal arts and professional programs at both the undergraduate and graduate levels with 12 of them nationally accredited, such as in Business
Administration (AACSB) and Education (NCATE) . The College Mission Statement explicitly states that student success is our highest priority.

The main campus is spacious and uncluttered with 74 buildings, structures and athletic playing fields occupying about one-third of its 464 acres. The remaining
acreage is gently rolling open or wooded land. The College mall, which stretches from traditional Hartwell Hall to contemporary high-rise residence halls, is
bordered by trees, lawns and striking contemporary architecture. Near the midpoint of the mall is Seymour College Union, the center of campus student life. The
buildings along the mall house classrooms, lecture halls, seminar rooms, faculty offices, science laboratories, dining halls, a bookstore, the health center and
residence halls.

Major facilities of note include the Drake Memorial Library, the Tower Fine Arts Center and the Tuttle Physical Education Complex. All College facilities are
connected to the backbone network which provides T3 internet capabilities and wireless network access to faculty, staff and students. While the Brockport campus
has over $400 million in deferred facilities maintenance and repair needs, significant progress in halting the increase of the backlog has been made with funding
from the five-year capital plans, DASNY bonds and New York Power Authority (NYPA) financing. Seymour Union and Lennon Science buildings have had major
capital renovations making them state-of-the-art, and the MetroCenter has been beautifully rehabilitated into our downtown Rochester center. Energy conservation
projects implemented with NYPA, and environmental initiatives continue to receive high priority to both improve our infrastructure and reduce utility consumption.

Our five year Facilities Capital Plans have acted as our road maps for major facilities initiatives and directly correspond to our campus plan of improving student
and educational quality with limited growth. The capital plan is almost totally focused on critical maintenance, code compliance and modernization with some
interspersed program adaptation work. We have recently completed nearly $40 million of projects which addressed major safety and ADA projects as well as four
major roofs and the environmental clean up and reconfiguration of our heating plant for storage. The $12 million full renovation of Tower Fine Arts began this
summer. The 2009-14 capital plan, totaling nearly $100 million is similarly focused with more roofs, major renovations to both Smith Science building and the
Tuttle complex, as well as myriad site infrastructure improvements. With NYPA, we have leveraged over $8.3 million from five energy related capital projects into
30 projects worth $12.9 million. Rakov, our Student Services building, and our Rochester MetroCenter both received major renovations in this manner. This
methodology decreases the backlog of maintenance and repair while concurrently reducing energy consumption. Our auxiliary services corporation funded the
majority of a $6 million full renovation of our largest dining facility, Harrison Hall, which receives great student accolades. We will bid our $44 million Special
Events Recreation Center (SERC) this fall with a mid 2012 completion goal and we have begun the process of a Facilities Master Plan which will guide our
development of future capital requests. Design of our new $29 million academic building, the first since the 1960’s, begins in the spring of 2010.

Our residence hall capital plan focuses on mandated fire alarm system improvements and progressive modernization. A $1.8 million fire system project for our high
rise and mid quad residence halls will be completed this summer. Both McLean Hall and adjacent McFarlane Hall have recently received complete makeovers. A
similar $10.7 million renovation of Thompson Hall, which will be LEED silver quality, is in progress to be immediately followed by MacVicar Hall. Our new $18.2
million, 208 bed townhomes are LEED certifiable, state of the art and highly sought by our students. We are analyzing the feasibility for a similar second phase of
townhomes to assist with recruitment of out of state and international students and to encourage more students to remain on campus.
