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SUNY Fredonia was founded in 1826 and the student body reflects the diversity of cultures in New York State.  A coeducational institution, it attracts an 
almost equal number of men and women.  Fredonia maintains a small university feeling, while offering regional and nationally-ranked academic 
programs.  With a faculty of 430, SUNY Fredonia offers academic programs that reflect traditional liberal arts disciplines, as well as innovative career 
and professional degree options for more than 5,500 students in 79 undergraduate majors and 30 graduate programs.  
  
Excellent facilities blend traditional with contemporary architecture, showcasing an exciting campus master plan designed by the renowned architectural 
firm of I.M. Pei Partners & Associates.  The design consists of various components that include Maytum Hall, Williams Center, Daniel Reed Library, 
Michael C. Rockefeller Arts Center, McEwen Hall and Houghton Hall.  The design of Daniel Reed Library earned I.M. Pei the 1969 Pre-stressed 
Concrete Institute Award and in 1972 the firm returned to Fredonia to complete the design of Erie Dinning Hall, and the Kirkland/Andrews Dormitory 
Complex.  
 
Located in Chautauqua County, Fredonia’s 249-acres and 36 facilities with over 2,000,000 square feet of gross floor area is the westernmost campus in 
the SUNY system.  The region is an hour from Buffalo/Niagara Falls and is a destination for many interested in arts, culture, and all season recreation.  
The campus’ modern facilities such as the Reed Library houses over one million research materials while the Music Library has over 15,000 recordings 
and over 30,000 music scores.  Terrific athletic facilities provide a full range of personal recreational and intercollegiate sport activities and the Michael 
C. Rockefeller Arts Center is a draw for the entire community.  Fredonia’s nationally known music, theater, dance, and visual arts programs also draw 
tremendous artists from all around the world.  
 
The previous year, which was overlapped between the 2004-2008 and 2008-2012 capital plans provided various campus improvements.  These 
improvements included decommissioning of the existing HTHW system as the Campus Wide Satellite Boiler Project is nearing completion. Construction 
has been completed on the Williams Center Skylight Replacement Project, Site/Infrastructure phase II Project along with upgrades to Lake Way Drive 
Site Improvements and new roundabout to service the new Stadium Facility.  In addition to these projects, the campus is currently engaged in bidding or 
construction of several projects that include SUNY Fredonia Incubator, Campus and Community Children’s Center, Mason Hall Addition to 1051 and 
1053, Maytum Hall Rehab Project, and Campus Wide Controls System Project.  Presently the campus is in the design phase of various projects that 
include the design of the Science Technology Building, Fenton Hall Exterior Rehab, Erie Dining Hall Exterior Rehab, Williams Center Rehab, Upgrade 
Underground Electrical Distribution System, Mason Addition Roof Replacement, and Facilities Master Plan.  Several of these projects will be ready for 
bidding by the end of 2009 or early 2010.
