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Founded in 1908 as a college of agriculture and technology, Morrisville State College joined the State University of New York in 1948.  Located in 
scenic Central New York, Morrisville features twelve residence halls, state-of-the-art athletic facilities, more than 700 acres of farm and woodland, an 
aquaculture center and a half-mile standard-bred racetrack.  The college also maintains a campus 30 miles southeast in Norwich.  Morrisville State 
College offers more than 75 bachelor and associate degree programs and options in diverse fields such as information technology, automotive technology 
and resort and recreation services management.  Morrisville State College’s approach to academics features the use of technology as a tool for the 
students’ learning experience.  Laptop computers, wireless technology and cellular phones are integrated into academics and campus life.  
 
The College has approximately 3,400 students who come from each county in New York State, many other states in the nation and at least 10 foreign 
countries.  
 
Major capital improvements made as a part of the 2004 - 2009 Capital Plan include a new 200-cow Dairy Facility, a rehabilitated STUAC Eatery and 
Theatre; a new, award-winning Automotive Building; renovations to Spader Hall; the construction of a modern greenhouse complex; the rehabilitation of 
Seneca Dining Center, the Recreation Building and the Auto Performance Center; and the installation of an addressable fire alarm system.  All of these 
improvements were consistent with program/enrollment plans as detailed in the College’s Mission Review Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).  The 
construction recently began on the rehabilitation of Bicknell Hall and the Design Center.  Additionally, the College opened a new 88-bed residence hall, 
accomplished by renovating an existing, no longer utilized dining hall that was in complete disrepair, completed a major renovation of Cayuga Residence 
Hall, and is currently conducting a major renovation of Oneida Hall. 
  
The campus has also added an equine stable to a recently acquired 52 acre farm which supports our breeding operation.  Locally, we continue to improve 
the overall campus appearance by integrating the Horticulture/Landscape academic program with the College’s Grounds Department.  In addition, the 
Morrisville College Foundation has completed the construction of a second 200 plus bed student housing complex which will open to students in August 
2009. 
 
Major capital projects scheduled in the 2008-2013 Capital Plan include renovations of Bailey Hall (which will fill a pressing need for larger classroom 
space), the Student Activities Building (expanding upon previous building upgrades), Charlton Hall (providing improved facilities for our business 
programs) and Galbreath Hall.  The Capital Plan also includes strategic initiative funding to upgrade the athletic fields as we transition to NCAA 
Division III. 
 
The College has secured $7.0 million in economic development funding to support the construction of an Equine Racing and Rehabilitation Center which 
will enhance the education of students in the existing Equine Racing curriculum and provide a new equine rehabilitation option within our Equine 
Science Bachelor of Technology program.  That project is currently in design with construction anticipated to begin in the fall of 2009.
