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Stony Brook University Hospital is the only tertiary care hospital in Suffolk County and the only Academic Medical Center on Long Island.  The hospital 
serves a large medically indigent population for whom medical services are often not available in the community. Stony Brook University Hospital 
serves as the only Level I Trauma Center, Regional Perinatal Center, and Burn Unit in Suffolk County.  The Hospital serves geographic areas that are 
continuing to grow in terms of the economy and population, in significant contrast to other regions of the State. 
 
Stony Brook University Hospital opened in 1980, has grown dramatically since then, and occasionally reaches facility limits in patient treatment.  The 
hospital is also the primary site for medical education and training conducted by the schools in Stony Brook’s Health Science Center.  The hospital was 
granted a multi-year funding allocation of $150 million in the 2008-2009 State Budget and is able to continue to major renovations to its facilities and 
services.  An updated Facilities Master Plan was completed this year and identified areas where facility improvements are needed 
 
As part of Stony Brook University Hospital’s growth, it continues to strive to offer the residents of Suffolk County and surrounding communities with 
world class health care by providing state-of-the-art services.  The hospital has completed construction of Major Modernization Phase I Project this past 
September and Phase II construction has started and is expected to be completed in early 2012.  This Phase II includes interior renovation of the 4th and 
5th floors to provide additional Emergency Department space, finish the Operating Room (OR) support space, and a new Neonatal Intensive Care Unit 
(NICU) and Labor and Delivery suite.  In addition to the Major Modernization Projects, Stony Brook University Hospital is expanding the County’s only 
Neuro-Interventional Program with a completion date of late 2010.   
 
In addition, the hospital is in the process of adding a high tech 320 CT scanner.  The CT scanner provides advances in cardiac imaging, perfusion 
imaging and stroke evaluation.  The wide detector array (320 slices) has the ability to image the entire organ in a single gantry rotation thus reducing the 
radiation dose.  This CT scanner will allow a rapid diagnosis and earlier intervention.  Construction for this project is scheduled to be completed in early 
2010.   
 
With the recently completed Facility Master Plan’s findings, there is a need to focus on effective patient room layout, expansion of imaging services, 
construction of a Children’s Hospital, Intensive Care Building, medical office buildings, infrastructure improvements and address parking deficiencies.  
In addition, a new building is needed to accommodate the urgent care needs for the County’s only Emergency Psychiatric Services.
