The first lecture next week will be given by Dr. Peniel E. Joseph who is an Assistant

Days, Bright Nights: The Black Power Movement and American Democracy" this
Tuesday, February 20, 2007 at 4:00 PM in the Student Activities Center Auditorium.

A second lecture will be presented by Professor Jonathan David Farley who earned his
A.B. with honors from Harvard University and won a Marshall Scholarship to study at
Oxford where he earned his Ph.D. in Mathematics. Dr. Farley's work focusing on using
mathematics to counter terrorist activities has been widely lauded. He is the recipient of
Oxford's highest mathematics award, the Senior Mathematical Prize and Johnson Prize
and won the 2004 Harvard Foundation's Distinguished Scientist of the Year Award.

Dr. Farley will give a lecture entitled: "1967 - The Year of the Panther"” this Thursday,
February 22, 2007 at 3:00 PM in the Student Activities Center Auditorium.
