The Child Care Council of Nassau, Inc., needs assistance with making outreach calls to child care 
programs to collect some basic information as follow up from the hurricane. Their office is located on 
Hempstead Turnpike in Franklin Square and is open from 9:00-5:00PM Monday- Friday. Training and a 
script will be provided for volunteers.

The Nassau County Emergency Pet Shelter is looking for Veterinarians, Vet Techs, Vet Assistants - 
including vet tech students - or anyone with a love for animals that is willing to help maintain crates, walk 
dogs and interact with pet owners who come to visit their pets. The minimum age for volunteering is 16 
and volunteers must be able to lift 50 lbs. Ideally, they would like volunteers who can work an 8-hour 
shift (8AM-4PM or 1-9PM), although four-hours shifts can be arranged. The shelter is located at 241
