Kosher Meal Plan News...
Changes to Relieve
Overcrowding

A new "Kosher
Card" is now available
to students at Stony
Brook who wish to eat
in the Kosher Dining
Room on a regular
basis. Meant to al-

leviate overcrowding in
the dining room, the
card will also provide
a substantial discount
to students who use it.

This year a limit-
ed number of meals will
be prepared for the
dinner serving - each
night. Those with a
Kosher Card will be
guaranteed a meal
throughout the serving
hours of 5:00 - 7:00
while those without

pm,

a Kosher Card will be
served on a first-come-
first-served basis un-
til the limit has been
reached. Also,; those
with a Kosher Card will
only have §$1 deducted
from their declining
balance account, while
those without the Card
will have $2 deducted.
This savings will also
apply to those wusing
their Kosher Card for
lunch as well. While
the purchase of the
Kosher Card costs $100,
someone who eats most
of their meals in the
Kosher Dining Room will
save significantly by
only having the $1 de-
ducted each time in-
stead of $2. Moreover,
they will not have to
worry about whether or
not a kosher meal will
be available for them

if they arrive after
6:30 pm.

In order to pur-
chase a Kosher Card,
approval must be ob-

tained from the Hillel

Office prior to meal
plan registration.
This - can be done by
calling 632-6565 or
coming to the office in
person. Approval is
necessary to insure

that those students who

need kosher food are
able to obtain it.

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Israelis ADin 2 Olympic
Medals - Tragedy of
Munich Still Lingers

The Olympics 1is a
spectacle presented to
the world every four
years. It is a gather-
ing of hundreds of ath-
letes coming together
to compete for pride,
nationalism and glory
from all corners of the
earth. It is. . the
closest thing to world
peace, despite its com-
petitive nature. For
most countries, the
Olympics have brought a
feeling of togetherness
among competing ath-
letes and the countries
they represent. For
Israel the Olympics
have marked one of the
most horrible episodes
in its young history.

In Munich, 1972,
Germany wanted to show
the world that it was a

different “country from-

the Germany of 1936
when Hitler cast a dark
shadow over the Berlin
summer games and over
the world. A few days
into the 1972 Munich
summer Olympics, how-
ever, terror struck
when no one expected
it. Eleven Israeli ath-
letes were taken hos-
tage in the Olympic
Village and then killed
by Palestinian ter-
rorists. It was the
most tragic day in
Olympic history and a
day that Israel and the

world that watched
could never forget.
From that day Israel,

in the world of the
Olympics, unfortunately
was only remembered for
this tragic event.

This summer at the
1992 summer Olympics in
Barcelona, Spain,
Israel again made Olym-
pic history but with

great triumph instead
of /'great misfortune.
Yael Arad, a Jjudoist
from Tel Aviv won a
silver medal in the
women's 134.5 pound
weight class. It was

Israel's first Olympic
medal. Arad immediate-
ly dedicated the medal
to . the 11 Israeli ath-
letes who were slain 20
years ago. Twenty four
hours later, Oren
Smadja, a 21 year old
judoist from Beersheba
won Israel's second
medal, a bronze in the
156.5 pound class.

For Israel, win-
ning - these medals in
the Olympics, the pin-
nacle of athletic ac-
complishment, means
much more than athletic
achievement. It means
that Israel has some-
thing to be proud of
and to show the world.
It represents the end
of 20 years of agony

and the attainment of

respect for a country
which has not been re-
ceiving the respect it
deserves. This year at
the Olympic Games in
Barcelona, the Israeli
flag flew high above
Barcelona, and high
above the world.

Absence on Religious
Holidays Protected
by State Law

Do you have an

schedul ed for
Shemini Atzeret, but
you feel funny about
approaching your pro-
fessor and asking for
it to be rescheduled?
Not to worry! New York
State education law is
on your side! Provi-
sions have been made in
state law for students
to be excused from all

exam

required course’  work
and study because of
absence due to reli-
gious observance. Not

only that, but you must

be given an eguivalent
make-up opportunity at
the expense of the fa-
culty and the institu-
tion, and you may not
be made to suffer from
any prejudicial effects
for exercising your
rights. Any aggrieved
student is also given
the right to maintain
an action or proceeding
in the supreme court of
the county in which the
university is located.

This provision,
which is Section 224-a
of the New York State
Education Law states:

1. No person shall
be expelled from or be
refused admission as a
student to an institu-
tion of higher educa-
tion for the reason
that he [or she] 1is
unable, because of re-
ligious belietfs, to
attend classes or to
varticipate in any ex-

‘or days shall,

amination, study, or
work requirements on a
particular day or days.

2. Any student in
an institution of high-
er education who is
unable, because of his
[or her] religious be-
liefs, to attend clas-
ses on a particular day
because
of such absence on the
particular day or days,
be excused from per-
forming on the par-
ticular day or days any
examination or any

~study or work require-

ments.

3. It shall be the
responsibility of the
faculty and of the ad-
ministrative officials

.of each institution of

higher education to
make available to each
student who is ' absent
from school, because of
religious beliefs, an
equivalent opportunity
to make up any examina-

tion, study or work
requirements which he
{or she] may have mis-
sed because of such
absence on any par-
ticular day or days.

Nc fees of any kind
shall be charged by the
institution for making
available to the said
student such equivalent

‘opportunity.

4. T F classes,
examinations, study, cor
work regquirements are
held on Friday after
four o'clock post-meri-
dian or on Saturday,
similar or makeup clas-
ses, examinations,

study, or work require-
ments shall be made
available on other
days, where it is pos-
sible and practicable
to do so. No special
fees shall be charged
to the student for
these classes, examina-

tions, study, or work
requirements held on
other days.

5. In effectuating
the provisions of this
section, it shall be
the duty of the faculty
and of the administra-
tive officials of each
institution of higher
education to exercise
the fullest measure of
good faith. No adverse
or prejudicial effects
shall result to any
students because of
their availing them-
selves of the provi-
sions of this section.

6. Any student who
is aggrieved by the
alleged failure of any
faculty or administra-
tive official to comply
in good faith with the
provisions of this sec-
tion shall be entitled
to maintain an action
or proceeding in the
supreme court of the

county in which such
institution of higher
education 1s located

for the enforcement of
his J[or her] rights
under this section.

7. As used in this

section, the term "in-
stitution of higher
"education"” shall mean

schools under the con-
trol of the Board of
Trustees of the Statue
University of New York
or of the Board of High
Education of the City
of New York or any com-
munity college.

Here at Stony
Brook we are fortunate
that the University

does not hold classes
on Rosh Hashanah (both
days), Yom Kippur, or
the first two days of
Passover. For other
holidays that coincide
with classes, however,
we provide a letter
from the Jewish chap-
lain to any observant
student that will veri-
fy for a faculty member
when the holiday falls.
Students who desire a
copy of this letter
should contact the Hil-
lel office.
